The Lakengren Pool opened Memorial Day. Lakengren members must have a
current Lakengren membership card to enter into the pool area. Children 3 & un-
der are free and do not need a pass. Guests must be accompanied by a current La-
kengren member with a valid Lakengren membership card. Guest fees are $5 per
guest per day. Grandchildren swim passes are available for grandchildren of prop-
erty owners or tenant members.

As the boating/fishing season begins, members are reminded that all watercraft
must be registered with the State of Ohio or the state of the member's permanent
residence if other than Ohio and all Lakengren members, family members, and
guests must have a valid fishing license to fish in any lake in Lakengren fed
by an outside stream, which includes the main lake.

All watercraft must also have a current Lakengren watercraft sticker. Only La-
kengren property owners or tenant members in good standing may register a wa-
tercraft at the Lakengren Office. Powered watercraft stickers are $10 and non-
powered watercraft stickers are $5, like for a paddle boat or canoe.

The new Marina meeting room is now available for rent for meetings, parties,
etc. The cost to rent the facility is a $100 deposit and a $125 rental fee. The Mari-
na Shelter may also be included upon your request at no
additional charge.
